I t is very easy these days to demonize 

Muslims, dehumanize them and make it 

justifiable to hate them. If we consciously or 

unconsciously omit Muslims from the Great 

Commission (1.6 billion), it will be no longer 

the Great Commission, it will become The 

Great Omission. Our guest Speaker, Dr. 

Nabeel T. Jabbour, will be preaching and 

teaching on how to make sense of 9/11 and 

how to understand the Muslims' worldview. 

This weekend is designed for our church 

people and not for our Muslim friends and 

contacts.  

Dr. Jabbour comes from Lebanon and lived 

with his family in Egypt for fifteen years 

before coming to Colorado in January 1991. 

Since 1997 he and his family have been US 

citizens. Although he comes from a Chris-

tian background, as he studied for a doctor-

ate in Islamics he learned to stand in the 

shoes of Muslims and to see the world 

through their eyes. He is the author 

of:  “Unshackled and Growing, Muslims and 

Christians on The Journey to Freedom “, “The 

Rumbling Volcano ‖ on Islamic Fundamentalism 

and ―The Unseen Reality ‖ on Spiritual Warfare. 

His latest book is “The Crescent Through the 

Eyes of The Cross ‖ on the Muslims' world-

view.  He is an adjunct professor where he 

teaches inten-

sive courses 

on regular 

basis on 

"Islam and 

Current 

Events" at 

four seminar-

ies in the 

States and 

Canada and he 

is a lecturer in 

churches and 

at mission 

conferences.

W hat is the purpose of a 

gate?  A gate controls 

the entrance and exit into the 

safekeeping of the sheepfold.  

The task of the gatekeeper, 

then, is to keep dangers, like 

wolves and sheep imposters if 

you will, out of the sheepfold.  

What happens if you let wolves 

into the sheepfold?  You get 

pandemonium, carnage, blood 

bath, destruction.  What hap-

pens if you let sheep imposters, 

fake sheep, critters which really 

aren’t sheep at all but pass 

themselves off as sheep, into 

the fold?  At the very least, you 

introduce confusion as to what 

it means to be a sheep.  Before 

you know it you have voting 

rights among those who do not 

know the Lord, His Word or 

His ways.  If unchecked the 

confusion can grow to so per-

meate the entire flock as to call 

into question whether there are 

any real sheep left.  What a 

mess! 

I function as a gatekeeper on 

three levels.  As pastor, I have 

the responsibility to make sure 

that counterfeit sheep are not 

trying to pass themselves off as 

real sheep.  In 

other words, I 

have to be sure 

that people who 

want to join the 

church actually 

profess faith in 

Jesus.  I suppose a 

person could fal-

sify such a profes-

sion, but it is not 

my job to police 

professions, but 

rather to cultivate the under-

standing which issues in 

genuine profession.  Each 

one of us is accountable to 

our Lord Jesus for the verac-

ity of our profession.  To 

satisfy the integrity of our 

gate-keeping responsibilities 

we receive the responses of 

every new member to the 

following five constitutional 

questions: 

1. Do you acknowledge your 

sin in the sight of God and 

recognize that you are with-

out hope for your salvation 

except in His sovereign 

mercy? 

2. Do you believe in the Lord 

Jesus Christ as the Son of 

God and your Savior, and do 

you receive and depend upon 

Him alone for your salvation 

as He is offered in the Gos-

pel? 

3. Do you now promise and 

resolve, in humble reliance 

upon the grace of the Holy 

Spirit, that you will endeavor 

to live as becomes the follow-

ers of Christ? 

4. Do you promise to serve 

Christ in His Church by sup-

porting and participating with 

this congregation, and in the 

service of God and its ministry 

to others to the best of your 

ability? 

5. Do you submit yourself to the 

government and discipline of the 

Evangelical Presbyterian Church,   

and to the spiritual oversight of 

this Church Session, and do you 

promise to promote the unity, 

purity and peace of the Church? 

The second level at which I 

function as gatekeeper is in rela-

tionship with our trustees, dea-

cons, and elders.  Here again, 

our Evangelical Presbyterian 

Constitution provides us with 

clear expectations for belief and 

commitment: 

1. Do you reaffirm your faith in 

Jesus Christ as your own per-

sonal Lord and Savior? 

2. Do you believe the Scriptures 

of the Old and New Testaments 

to be the Word of God,   

totally trustworthy, fully inspired 

by the Holy Spirit, the supreme, 

final, and the only infallible rule 

of faith and practice? 

3. Do you sincerely receive and 

adopt the Westminster Confes-

sion of Faith and the Catechisms 

of this Church, as containing the 

system of doctrine taught in the 

Holy Scriptures? 

4. Do you promise that if at any 

time you find yourself out of 

accord with the system of doc-

trine 

as taught in the Scriptures, and 

as contained in the Westminster 

Confession of Faith and the 

Catechisms of this Church,  you 

will on your own initiative make 

known to your Church Session 

the change which has taken place 

in your views since the assump-

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tion of this ordination vow? 

5. Do you affirm and adopt the 

“Essentials of Our Faith” without 

exception? 

6. Do you subscribe to the gov-

ernment and discipline of the 

Evangelical Presbyterian Church? 

7. a. (Elders) Do you promise 

subjection to your fellow presby-

ters in the Lord?   

    b. (Deacons and Trustees) Do 

you promise subjection to your 

fellow officers in the Lord?   

8. Have you all been induced, as 

far as you know your own heart, 

to accept the office of (Ruling 

Elder, Deacon, Trustee) from 

love of God and sincere desire to 

promote His glory in the Gospel 

of His Son? 

9. Do you promise to be zealous 

and faithful in promoting the 

truths of the Gospel and the pu-

rity and peace of the Church, 

whatever persecution or opposi-

tion may arise to you on that ac-

count? 

10. Will you seek to be faithful 

and diligent in the exercise of all 

your duties, whether personal or 

relative, private or public; and to 

endeavor by the grace of God to 

adorn the profession of the Gos-

pel in your manner of life, and to 

walk with exemplary piety before 

this congregation of which God 

will make you an officer? 

11. Are you now willing to take 

responsibility in the life of this 

congregation, and will you seek to 

discharge your duties, relying 

upon the Grace of God, in such a 

way that the entire Church of 

Jesus Christ will be blessed?

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A Jubilant Celebration for the Pastor—1901

As I was searching the records for a topic of 

which to write about this month I happened 

upon a newspaper article (pasted in the session 

book) cele-

brating, and 

entitled 

“The Jubi-

lee of Dr. 

Waith’s 

Pastorate of 

the Presby-

terian 

Church”, 

published in 

the Lancas-

ter Times, 

(October 

20, 1901), 

the forerun-

ner of to-

day’s Lan-

caster Bee. 

The article 

highlighted the celebration of Dr. William 

Waith’s pastorate of 50 years at LPC.  The 

event took place over a three day period, Octo-

ber 6th - 8th, 1901.   I thought I would take 

excerpts of the article and also Dr. Waith’s 

sermon given at the close of the event.  I be-

lieve it will give you some insight as to the 

times and the church 110 years ago.  We begin 

with the children’s role in the event:  On Mon-

day, at 4 p.m., there was arranged and beautifully 

carried through, a service for the chil-

dren of the Sunday School, in which 

little Master Colt spoke a pretty 

address to the pastor.  This address, in 

graceful verse, was prepared by the 

ladies of the congregation.  The pastor 

addressed the pupils, who were 

marched to their places, laying their 

tribute of flowers down by the pastor’s 

chair as they passed.  When the formal 

service was over, the pupils were served 

nice refreshments. 

The celebration continued on 

with a large reception given on 

Tuesday, October 8th as seen by 

this excerpt:   But the crowning act 

was the grand reception on Tuesday, 

from 4 to 10 p.m.  The main room of 

the church [the sanctuary] had been 

stripped of its body seats, adorned with 

flowers, palms, and potted plants; and after guests 

began to arrive the place presented a lively scene.  Dr. 

Waith and his family received at the south end of the 

church, and were greeted for hours with overflowing 

cordiality.  A rich and bounteous repast was continu-

ally served for all comers in the Sunday School Room 

[under the sanctuary] by a well known Buffalo 

caterer. . . . Toward the close of the evening, Dr. 

Whitman, in graceful poetic address, presented Dr. 

Waith with a costly and elegantly mounted clock, in 

gold and crystal, the gift of the Buffalo Ministers’ 

Meeting; and Dr. Ward, in behalf of the congrega-

tion, presented him with a great purse of gold ($450, 

subsequently much increased by other gold pieces). 

On the previous Sunday Dr. Waith preached 

a memorial sermon which spoke of the 

church’s beginning and growth, and its good 

times and the stressful times.  We continue 

with excerpts of that sermon which was 

printed in its entirety in the newspaper: The 

church building in which we are met was erected in 

1832 . . . The interior of the old building has now 

been several times remodeled; and there are now not 

many who remember its appearance when there was no 

basement room, but the whole space was undivided, 

and an old fashioned gallery ran around three sides, 

and the seats faced the entrance, and a little railed 

pulpit stood at the north end, and the place where the 

organ stands now was used for a session room.  These 

were the days of pew doors, and foot stoves brought by 

the women in winter, and lunches eaten at the nooning 

[sic] before the afternoon service.  The windows below, 

and the gallery windows above, with their small panes 

of glass, were all screened by inside green blinds.  

Some of us look back 

with tender feelings to 

those old fashioned days 

[!] when a generation 

long removed occupied 

seats, and faced about 

to the choir in the south 

gallery when the hymns 

were sung. 

Dr. Waith, now in 

his 80th year, con-

tinues as he speaks 

his ability to re-

member so many 

details of his pas-

torate:  I have a 

topographical map of 

all the highways and 

byways, the streams, 

the bridges, the 

churches, the business 

places, and the residences of this town and vicinity – a 

map not executed by any surveyor or engraver, which I can 

see in the dark as in the light, and which it is impossible 

for me to mislay or lose.  I have an extensive portrait 

gallery hung with hundreds of faces of the living and the 

dead who have sat before me in the congregation and 

passed me in the street – pictures which I would not give 

away if I could and which I could not give away if I would.  

I have a wonderful phonograph that repeats to me the 

conversations of the past in the very voices I used to hear. . 

. . In [the past 50 years] there is not a house in which I 

have not seen the faces of those within wreathed in smiles of 

gladness, nor one from which I have not come out of in 

front of the pall bearers. 

He concludes with this commendation:  People of 

my congregation, boys and girls of the school, singers who 

have made joyful the house of our God, dear ones whom I 

have seen grow up from childhood to maturity, friends who 

have proved to be friends no in name merely but in deed 

and in truth, Christians who have illustrated the beauty 

and sweetness of the new life in God, I salute you, and I 

hold out my hands to you.  May God help me while I 

point the path to heaven to lead the way! 

I regret that we do not have the room to include 

the entire sermon, the excerpts given here give 

but a little insight to community, the church, and 

the man who served for so long as its beloved 

pastor.  If you would like a copy of the entire 

sermon please let me and I will see to it you are 

provided with one. 

Dr. Waith continued as the pastor of LPC for 

another 10 years, retiring at the age of 91!  God 

bless!

as gatekeeper is in connection with The 

Presbytery of the Alleghenies, in my re-

sponsibilities to the Church Development 

Committee through the Session Examina-

tion Team.  In brief, my Session Examina-

tion Team responsibilities require the 

application of the eleven constitutional 

standards in the officer questions deline-

ated above.  In order to prepare sessions 

for their examinations for acceptance into 

the EPC, we provide five resources: (1) 

The Book of Order, (2) The Westminster 

Confession of Faith, (3) Putting Amazing 

Back Into Grace, (4) The EPC Leadership 

Training Guide, (5) The EPC Position 

Papers.   

Gate-keeping is hard work, but its impor-

tance helps to sustain me in my commit-

ment to this work.  I remember that it is 

the Lord’s work, and I am encouraged to 

be diligent and faithful.  Remembering the 

admonition of the Apostle Paul in Acts 

20:28-32: 28 “Be on guard for yourselves 

and for all the flock, among which the 

Holy Spirit has made you overseers, to 

shepherd the church of God which He 

purchased with His own blood. 29 “I know 

that after my departure savage wolves will 

come in among you, not sparing the flock; 
30 and from among your own selves men 

will arise, speaking perverse things, to 

draw away the disciples after them. 31 

“Therefore be on the alert, remembering 

that night and day for a period of three 

years I did not cease to admonish each 

one with tears. 32 “And now I commend 

you to God and to the word of His grace, 

which is able to build you up and to give 

you the inheritance among all those who 

are sanctified.

will probably find areas that could be im-

proved (meaning intentionally and clearly 

focused on Christ).  This is not to say that 

our church is not already doing this, but 

after all our ministries, processes, organiza-

tion, etc. is all run by human being and we 

are all imperfect creature.   However, 

changes will not happen overnight and our 

job as the Fanning the Flame team is only to 

make recommendations to the session as to 

where we may better be able to align our 

church with the Word, making our church 

more gospel-driven and Christ-centered. 

What does this mean to our church as a 

whole?  Our FTF team has been in prayer 

for many months now and has started the 

process of looking at our church in compari-

son to the Biblical examples of churches 

God has shown us His Word.  As a team we 

believe that God had lain upon the heart of 

Pastor Kelly, our 

church, and our 

team, many 

thoughts.  We have 

decided to first fo-

cus on small groups, 

as we currently feel 

that is a major area 

in need of improve-

ment in the life of 

our church.  This 

past month Lisa 

Negus, with a team 

of about five mem-

bers of our congre-

gation, have begun to take on the task of 

prayerfully determining the purpose of 

small groups in our church.  Over the next 

month they will continue to work on this 

initiative, especially focusing on what small 

groups look like in a Biblical sense as well 

as gathering ideas about organization from 

other churches across the United States. 

Will we see small groups forming within 

our church soon?  We canôt provide a 

specific timeline, as only God knows the 

appropriate time for things to begin.  We do 

know that we do not want to jump into any-

thing without first being prepared.  We 

know that we want to take the time to train 

and prepare small group leaders before we 

begin establishing small groups.  Itôs likely 

that the beginnings of that you may see 

within the next year. 

What will the Fanning the Flame team be 

doing over the next few months?   We will 

continue to learn and grow through Scrip-

By now youôve probably heard the terms 

ñEmbers to a Flameò and ñFanning the Flameò 

many times, but you may still be wondering 

what those two phrases are or what they mean.  

My job this month is to do the best I can at an-

swering those questions and some others you 

may have. 

What is Embers to a Flame?  The goal of Em-

bers to a Flame is not to bring about a new pro-

gram that our church will follow, to increase the 

number of people attending our church, or insti-

tute changes.  Instead, the goal is for our church 

to take a close look at ourselves and make sure 

that in every way possible we are a church that 

is Christ-centered and gospel-driven; we want to 

ensure that we do not lose sight of our ñfirst 

loveò ï Christ ï and are doing everything in our 

power to share this love with the world.  This is 

not implying that our first love has been lost, but 

we need to continually and intentionally make 

Christ and His gospel the center of our church 

and our lives.
